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Multiply it

Acts 1:6-11 “6 So when the apostles were with Jesus, they kept asking him, “Lord, has the time come for you to free Israel and restore our kingdom?” 7 He replied, “The Father alone has the authority to set those dates and times, and they are not for you to know. 8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you. And you will be my witnesses, telling people about me everywhere—in Jerusalem, throughout Judea, in Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” 9 After saying this, he was taken up into a cloud while they were watching, and they could no longer see him. 10 As they strained to see him rising into heaven, two white-robed men suddenly stood among them. 11 “Men of Galilee,” they said, “why are you standing here staring into heaven? Jesus has been taken from you into heaven, but someday he will return from heaven in the same way you saw him go!”
George Wittfield in his writing, “The Great Awakening” gave two main points about God:
1. There is no one that can come to Christ unless God seeks them.
2. God’s grace comes through people to save people.
God’s sovereign grace spreads through people. Ecclesiastes 3:11 is a verse that speaks on this perfectly. It says, “He has made everything beautiful in its time. He has also set eternity in the hearts of men; yet they cannot fathom what God has done from beginning to end.” We have all been given evangelical tools that we don’t always recognize as “gifts.” One example of this is when Harry Reeder, the speaker of “Multiply it”, is on a plane. If he sits beside a passenger who looks scared during turbulence, he likes to ask, “Do you believe in Heaven?” followed with, “Do you want to know how to get there?” This is an example of a simple way to bring up Jesus Christ. But just because someone isn’t a preacher, great speaker or writer, or overly outspoken doesn’t mean that they can’t discuss the Great Message that has been given to each of us. Even the most backwards or shy person can help spread the Gospel just by the way that they live. 
When Jesus came to turn the world upside-down, He was actually turning it right-side up. The world has been upside-down since the fall of man, but He came to change that. This was done mostly through one-on-one disciple-making. An interesting fact is that less than 25 years after Jesus was gone, His message reached Europe and flipped it right-side up. The DNA of this multiplication is simple. It must be spirit-filled, Christ centered, and Gospel driven. But how do we know if it is spirit-filled? Well the basis of this is that it is focused on Christ. We receive power once the Holy Spirit falls on us. He empowers us so that we might exalt Christ. That should be our main goal in that all we do. We don’t have a religion to give to people, we have a message. We have a call to let people know of our love for Christ and what He has the power to do. We are called to make people aware of Heaven and the reality of Hell! Just as we have been, the Gospel has been delivered from sin and saved by grace. It is the message, foundation and motivation for the Christian life. God did not need us, we needed Him; When we didn’t want Him, He gave His son to save us. When there was no way, He became THE way.
The point to remember here is that His grace saves people through people just like you and me; The Great Commission – Matthew 28:16-20.
